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Perthshire Positive Action Awards 2007
AWARDEES BACKGROUND
Perthshire Positive Action Awards recognise and celebrate positive actions and the achievements of our people. They are showcasing the skills, talents and enterprise of the people of Perthshire.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards 2007- Children & Schools

Sponsored by Perth and Kinross Council’s Education and Children Services
This categroy recognises children and school’s contribution to a better environment and their enterprising spirit through the Eco Schools programme which helps pupils and schools to improve their performance in eight key areas - waste minimisation, litter, health and well-being, transport, water, energy, school grounds and biodiversity. To date, 98% of schools in Perth and Kinross are registered and 81% have achieved a Bronze or Silver award, or Green Flag status, the highest level of award. 
This year 3 schools have achieved Green Flag status for the first time (Arngask PS,  Cleish PS, Invergowrie PS) and one permanent status (Royal School of Dunkeld).
Each Green Flag school will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise children and schools’ contribution to a better environment and their positive enterprising spirit.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards - Young People
Sponsored by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust
This categroy recognises young people’s contribution to enhance their community and their enterprising spirit.

Young people supported by their parents and friends have raised substantial funding to develop a new skate park facility in Crieff. They have engaged with the local community and demonstrated how they can positively contribute.

Young people members of Strathearn Ramp Worx will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise their contribution to enhance their community and their enterprising spirit.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards – Community asset
Sponsored by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust
This categroy recognises community groups who have invested time and effort in improving local community assets such as village halls, which play a key part in local community life. 
Molteno Village Hall Assosiation has raised significant funding to improve the local village hall at Fortingall.
The Association will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise their contribution to enhance their community and their enterprising spirit.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards – Community spirit
Sponsored by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust

This category recognises the overall effort of a geographical community to enhance their quality of life over a number of years with varied projects and using mainly volunteers.

The community of Comrie has over the years developed innovative projects by attracting and raising funding which has culminated in the purchase of a significant piece of land by the community. Examples of projects are the redevelopment of the White Church, the improvement of Boulevard walk, the development of the path networks or the running of a community transport scheme.
The Community of Comrie will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise its community and enterprising spirit.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards – Innovative organisations
Sponsored by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust

This categroy recognises voluntary organisations who have developed initiative to work better together for the benefit of people experiencing difficult circumstances. 

The Consortium Perth and Kinross which groups different organisations working with a wide range of individuals with different support needs (people a learning disability, homeless or mental heath issues) is launching a new employment initiative ‘Check-in’. This initiative aims to support employers at all stage of the employment process in order to identify and develop job opportunities.

The ‘Check-in’ initiative will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise an innovative and enterprising approach.
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
