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Perthshire Positive Action Awards 2010
AWARDEES BACKGROUND
Perthshire Positive Action Awards recognise and celebrate positive actions and the achievements of our people. They are showcasing the skills, talents and enterprise of the people of Perthshire.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards 2010- Children & Schools

Supported by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust

This award recognises children and school’s contribution to a better environment and their enterprising spirit through the Eco Schools programme which helps pupils and schools to improve their performance in eight key areas - waste minimisation, litter, health and well-being, transport, water, energy, school grounds and biodiversity. The Award is automatically given to any Perthshire school who has achieved a first Green Flag or a Permanent Green Flag since the last award ceremony. To date, 100% of schools in Perth and Kinross are registered and 92% have achieved a Bronze or Silver award, or Green Flag status, the highest level of award. 
This year 7 schools have achieved Green Flag status for the first time: Logierait Primary School, Forgandenny Primary School, Kenmore Primary School, Kirkmichael Primary School, Struan Primary School, Coupar Angus Primary School and Collace Primary School.
Each Green Flag school will receive an award certificate and an educational resource to recognise children and schools’ contribution to a better environment and their positive enterprising spirit.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards 2010 - Young People
Supported by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust
This award recognises young people’s contribution to enhance their community and their enterprising spirit. The Award focuses on Young People who have volunteered in environmental activities.
Alyth Youth Partnership moved into better premises in March 2009. The Hub acts as a central point for young people to enjoy their own space and take forward ideas generated by the Alyth Youth Forum which actively contributes to other local groups. The Hub participants agreed to allocate space to the Alyth Climate Action Town (ACAT) group who utilises The Hub during the day. The ACAT group provides free advice on environmental issues and energy saving ideas for the residents of Alyth. The Hub has now become an integral part of Alyth and is recognised as a hub for information for all issues relating to young people and the environment.
The group will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise their contribution to enhance their community and their enterprising spirit.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards 2010 – Community asset
Supported by the Gannochy Trust
This award recognises community groups who have invested time and effort in improving local community assets such as village halls, which play a key part in local community life. The award focuses on any community group operating a community facility and who has carried out improvement works over the past 2 years. The group must have raised funding through own fundraising and/or grants, and the project must have taken into account the impact on the wider environment (eg energy efficiency, use of environment friendly material) and facility users (eg disability access).

Pitcairngreen Village Hall Committee has mobilized local energies to improve the local village hall which is the hub of community life providing a venue and facilities for an extensive range of activities. Improvements to the hall during 2009 included the installation of disabled access and re-pointing of the exterior of the building with the appropriate materials to preserve its environmental integrity. The Committee embarked on a multifaceted refurbishment plan to modernise the hall in 2010 raising funds from different sources. The project is designed to be completed by the end of October 2010. On completion this project will provide an attractive, energy efficient and fit for 21st century needs facility making a significant contribution to the cultural life, social capital and unique identity of a small Perthshire community.    

The Committee will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise their contribution to enhance their community and their enterprising spirit.
Perthshire Positive Action Awards 2010 – Innovative organisations
Supported by Charities administered by Perth and Kinross Council
This award recognises voluntary organisations who have developed initiative to work better together for the benefit of people experiencing difficult circumstances. The award focuses on two or more voluntary organisations demonstrating partnership working for the benefit of people experiencing difficult circumstances (eg homeless or at risk of homelessness, people with a disability, unemployed, illness..).
Scone Youth Crew has recently worked in partnership with Capability Scotland who support young people and adults with learning/physical difficulties by taking part in an art project and organising two discos for the residents. This has increased the group’s awareness of disability and their empathy and understanding of people with complex needs. The group has been involved in planning a Blue Light Disco and planning this year Spirit of Youth Awards developing their planning, communication, organisational skills. They have produced music for the opening of the South Perth Youth Photography Project 2009. The group has been asked by various local partners to attend local meetings as a voice for young people. The group has planned and delivered two weeks of activities for under 12 youth club in partnership with the Scone Village Association.
Scone Youth Crew will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise an innovative and enterprising approach.

Perthshire Positive Action Awards 2010  – Community spirit
Supported by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust

This award recognises the overall effort of a geographical community to enhance their quality of life over a number of years. The award focuses on any geographical community who has developed varied projects mainly relying on volunteers and has sustained this effort over a number of years showing an enterprising spirit.
The Community of Glenfarg has developed different projects to improve its quality of life. Working as a single unit, Glenfarg has in recent years achieved an environmental turn around and rejuvenated and extended village hall. Both projects, with backbones of volunteers, succeeded thanks to the support of the whole community. Sports and activities for all ages and abilities abound in Glenfarg with organisations ranging from the Accordion & Fiddle Club to the Baby & Toddlers Group right through to the Wine Club and Yoga classes as well as Tennis. The annual Village fete in which all organisations play a part, funds the Old Folks Christmas Party and summer outing in addition to donations to Arnsgask Church and the Village Hall as well as annual donations to local groups. In addition, other small acts impact on individuals, groups such as elderly neighbour support or schools volunteers. The Village is also helping people outside the community such as Bone marrow campaign for The Antony Nolan Trust, supporting Riding for the Disabled Association and the first Glenfarg Charity Walk raised £2,500 for dementia Services and the British Heart Foundation. All in all Glenfarg is lively, happy and fulfilling place to live for all ages.
Glenfarg Community Council will receive an award certificate and £250 to recognise its community and enterprising spirit.
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
