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As the new Interim Chairman, it gives me great pleasure to
introduce the third Report of Perth and Kinross Quality of Life
Trust and to report positive progress and changes made
during this year.
Firstly, the development of our ‘Better Place to Live grant scheme’,
currently supported through the landfill tax credit scheme, has
been more than satisfactory and has made a real difference in
different parts of Perth and Kinross.  The grant scheme has
supported many projects and since June 2000 has committed
around £485,000 with a total value of projects of around
£1,140,000.  All projects demonstrate a real and strong
community involvement, in particular of children and young people,
and the willingness to contribute to a better local environment
and quality of life.

Secondly, Perth and Kinross Grants Direct, the one-stop-shop established with key
local partners to inform and advise on funding has successfully developed and
attracted positive feedback from users, illustrating the role our Trust can play in
terms of innovation and joint working.

Thirdly, and it is less positive, our ‘Better Place to Live Millennium Awards’ targeting
young people has had great difficulty to recruit and the target of 100 seems now not
achievable.

Fourthly, the Trust has been involved in the development of the Eco-schools
programme within the area and that has been a great source of excitement with
already some noticeable impact.

Fifthly, the Trust has developed its awareness raising activities in different innovative
ways.  The Trust was involved in the organisation of ‘Better Place to Live Fairs’
throughout the area which have offered the opportunities for the general public and
local community groups to show how they can make a difference.  These Fairs are
now coupled with ‘Funding surgeries’ as part of Perth and Kinross Grants Direct.
Websites have been updated and enhanced.  Our second Annual Report (April 2001
- March 2002) was produced and widely distributed.  All these initiatives support our
commitment to be open, participatory and user-friendly.

The way the Trust has developed all these initiatives is a constant source of
satisfaction.  Cooperation is at the core of our work and most of these initiatives
have been developed with local and external partners.  Our experienced team has
managed to face an increased workload meeting these new challenges and
changes.

It is of primary importance to thank our main funders without whom these initiatives
would not exist.  Special thanks are due to SITA Environmental Trust for its immense
support to our action through the landfill tax credit scheme as well as to I&H Brown
Ltd and Perth & Kinross Council.  The Trust is also very grateful to the Millennium
Commission, Fresh Futures/New Opportunities Fund and to the funders who are
supporting Perth and Kinross Grants Direct.

Finally, I must thank my fellow trustees, and in particular our previous Chairman who
committed a lot of his energy to the Trust’s success, all the Trust’s officers who have
contributed to the success of our Trust in its third year, and will continue over the
next year through the implementation of our approved Business Plan (2002-2004).

Support

Better Place to Live Grant Scheme

Established in June 2000, the scheme supports local projects, which improve, promote, encourage
and facilitate actions that relate to Quality of Life.  The scheme supports capital and revenue
project costs.  Applicants must be from a constituted and non-profit distributing organisation and
projects must be based in Perth and Kinross.

The scheme is currently funded from the landfill tax credit scheme and SITA Environmental
Trust, I&H Brown Ltd and Perth & Kinross Council are the main contributors.  The Trust intends
to increase amount of funds distributed and diversify the types of projects supported.

Since June 2000, the scheme has committed £484,634 to 46 projects of a total value of around
£1,140,000  throughout Perth and Kinross area.  Around 70% of funding are related to waste
minimisation and recycling projects.  The scheme has supported the following projects between
April 2002 and March 2003:

The Furniture Project (Perth)
received an additional grant of
£57,000 to develop its activities in
Perth by collecting redundant
furniture and white goods from
households free of charge and
deliver them to those in need of
assistance.

The Sustainable Ecological
Earth Regeneration Centre in
Enochdhu (Strathardle)
received an additional award of
£3,680 to develop educational
activities.

TRACKS - The Rural Access
Committee of Kinross-shire
received an additional grant
of £9,240 to help local groups
to develop projects in the
Kinross-shire and Glenfarg area.

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Awareness and Participation
Promotion and Community Events

The year 2003 saw the production and the distribution of our
second annual report.

The Trust supported ‘Better Place to Live’ fairs in Blairgowrie,
Aberfeldy, Pitlochry in the Summer 2002 and in Kinross in the
Spring 2003.  Fairs were organised by local community groups to
stimulate ideas and facilitate networking at local level.  Funding
surgeries were key elements of these Fairs.

Project approvals and new schemes launches have been used as regular opportunities to
emphasize Trust’s message via the local press and photo calls.

The Trust’s and Perth and Kinross Grants Direct’s websites have been updated and enhanced.

‘Better place to live’ Millennium awards for Young People

The scheme, mainly funded by the Millennium Commission Awards scheme, has not developed as
expected.  The intention was to offer awards to 100 young people (14- 25) who have projects to
improve the quality of life in their local community.  The scheme has already awarded 14 young
people who started their projects which should be completed in the near future.  Two individuals
who have withdrawn from the projects have been included in the total number of awards.

Due to the low take-up, it is planned to close the scheme earlier than expected.

Perth and Kinross Schools in Action to support
sustainable development

The Trust with Perth & Kinross Council and other partners (Sustrans, Tayside Energy
Efficiency Advice Centre, Scottish Water,..), has developed a project aimed to
increase local schools’ involvement in supporting Sustainable Development through
the Eco Schools programme.  This project is financially supported by Fresh Futures
and the New Opportunities Fund, as well as Sita Environmental Trust.

The ‘Eco Schools’ Programme is a European and International programme.  There
are several elements schools need to have gone some way in undertaking before
applying for an Eco school award (Bronze, Silver and Green Flag), and there are
seven environmental areas for schools to improve: transport, litter, waste
minimisation, water, energy, school grounds and healthy living.

The project is developing an integrated information and advisory support framework
(eg network of advisers, info centre).  It is also increasing awareness of the Eco
Schools programme among schools through promotional and marketing initiatives.
Overall, the project aims to expand the number of schools involved in the Eco
Schools programme and support pilot actions (eg walking bus, energy audit,
paper recycling).

Since its start in November 2002, the project has already helped more schools to
register and to gain Awards.

Community Learning
The Trust is still investigating how to develop a long-term initiative to support community
      learning accounts.

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Financial Report
The Trust’s income in 2002/2003 amounted to £227,095 and the Trust’s expenditure in 2002/2003
was £191,144 leaving a surplus of £35,951.  Costs were mainly related to the administration of the
grant schemes and the distribution of grants.  Better Place to Live Grants Scheme was mainly
supported by SITA Environmental Trust through the Environmental Bodies Tax Credit Scheme
(Landfill tax credit scheme) as well as I&H Brown Ltd and Perth & Kinross Council and we are very
grateful for their support.  The Trust would like to thank Perth & Kinross Council for its contribution
allowing the Trust to draw down funding through the landfill tax credit scheme.  We are grateful to
the Millennium Commission for its support to the Better Place to Live Millennium Awards Scheme
and to Fresh Futures/New Opportunities Fund for its support to the Eco Schools project.  The Trust
has also generated income form services provided to other local funders through Perth and
Kinross Grants Direct.

More generally, the Trust would like to thank Perth & Kinross Council for its technical and physical
support.

The balance of funds at the end of March 2003 was £184,673.

The main challenge for the Trust will be to continue to diversify its sources of funding to support the
‘Better Place to Live’ grant scheme and other initiatives.  The Trust has already been successful in
this task by generating income from services provided to other local funders.

Statement of Trustee’s responsibilities
