Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust Funding

STANDARD CONDITIONS OF FUNDING

These are Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust 's Standard Conditions referred to in the foregoing offer of funding.

1. All projects receiving funding through landfill tax credit scheme must have approval of the Environmental Trust Scheme Regulator Body Ltd. (ENTRUST) prior to the commencement of any works or the payment of any funding. 

2. Before commencing any works, the recipient of funding shall obtain and furnish Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust with confirmation of, all necessary statutory consents, including where appropriate that of the planning or roads authority, or the local authority under the Buildings (Scotland) Act 1959. 

3. Before commencing any works, the recipient of funding shall obtain and furnish Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust with confirmation of the consent of any other person or body with an interest in the project or the site of the project.

4. If research projects are undertaken ownership of the results shall be transferred to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust. In addition the recipient of funding shall be responsible for making the research publicly available.

5. Unless otherwise agreed in writing by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust no funding will be paid for any work that has commenced, or equipment purchased, prior to the receipt of acceptance of the offer of funding made by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust.

6. No funding shall be payable by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust in respect of any costs additional to the eligible costs of the project, as stated in the offer funding, unless the approval of an increase in funding has been secured in writing from Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust.

7. If the final eligible costs are lower than the original costs supplied in the application, then Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust reserves the right to reduce the funding contribution pro-rata.

8. Unless specified otherwise in the offer of funding, funds shall be payable by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust only after the works in question have been completed.

9. Unless specified in the offer of funding, funds shall only be payable by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust on the submission of evidence of expenditure.

10.  Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust may elect to make payments in instalments subject to the submission of claims as per condition 9

11. Evidence of the costs incurred must accompany any claims for payment: -

· If the recipient of funding is required to produce receipts for payments made; these shall take the form of receipted invoices. Where work in respect of the project is carried out by the applicant’s own employees reasonable written proof of the costs incurred for such work should be submitted (e.g. time sheets and rates)

· If the recipient of funding is required to produce an itemised account of expenditure, this shall take the form of a list of each item of expenditure and the cost incurred, certified as an accurate record by the applicant or an appropriate representative. Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust may on a sample basis seek further verification of costs incurred in the form of a receipted invoice or equivalent evidence for that item of expenditure, e.g. a cleared cheque or BACS (Banks Automatic Clearing System) printout.

In either case the aim is to provide Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust with evidence that the recipient has actually incurred the stated costs.

12. The offer of funding is made on the understanding that in the course of making the application, the applicant will have disclosed to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust any financial contributions received or expected for the same purpose. If any such contributions have not been disclosed, Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust reserves the right to vary, cancel or withdraw the funding.

13. Where the project is part funded by other bodies or organisations the applicant shall provide Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust with satisfactory evidence that a formal offer of such funding has been accepted.

14. Unless otherwise agreed in writing by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust, the project shall conform to the plans or the specifications or any other particulars submitted to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust. Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust will send a representative to inspect the project to ensure that it is fully completed in accordance with the said plans or specifications before final payment of the funding is made. If an inspection is carried out after the final payment has been made and the project has not been completed as specified above the funding may be repayable in accordance with condition 21.

15. The recipient shall be responsible for maintaining any works or equipment that are the product of this funding, for a period of no less than three years, unless otherwise specified in the funding offer. 

16. The recipient of funding shall be responsible for restoring or replacing any facilities or resources, which may be lost or damaged, through fire, theft accident, storm or malicious damage and shall take out and keep in force suitable insurance cover, obtained from a reputable bank or insurance company satisfactory to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust. The recipient shall exhibit to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust the policy and premium receipts, or copies of them on demand.

17. The funding is conditional on the recipient completing the project. The maintenance of which is entirely the recipient responsibility. Neither Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust, nor any of its officers shall have any liability in respect of the project.

18. The recipient of funding must provide Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust with prior notification of any proposal to sell or dispose of any equipment or works which are the products of the funding, or of the land on which they are situated. In the event of such a sale or disposal the funding or such part of it as Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust thinks fit shall be immediately repayable to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust in accordance with condition 21.

19. The recipient shall be bound to repay Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust in full or part as Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust sees fit the funding awarded in the event of the following: -

i. Breach of terms and conditions of this offer of funding.

ii. Any written information supplied to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust by or on behalf of the application is found to be false or misleading in any material respect, whether such written information is provided prior to or after the execution of this offer.

Any failure, delay or omission by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust to exercise any right to demand payment shall not be construed as a waiver of such rights.

Without prejudice of the foregoing provisions of condition 19, if any events specified occur to the funding or any part of instalment paid to the recipient, by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust, Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust  shall be under no obligation to pay the funding or the remaining balance thereof, as the case may be. The recipient shall be deemed to have forfeited all claims and rights to the same.

21. Where the amount or any part of it is repayable to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust in the terms of conditions 14, 17, 18 above then:-

I. The amount repayable shall be the total amount of funding paid or part thereof.

II. Repayment shall be due immediately

III. Interest shall be payable on the amount of funding repayable at the prevailing base lending rate from the date on which the repayment is due, until it is made.

22. The recipient shall indemnify Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust against any actions, claims, demands, costs, expenses or loses incurred by or made against Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust which arises out of, or in connection with:-

· the payment of the funding or in consequences of the payment of the funding by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust 

· Any facilities, services or other things created or provided using the funding.

Any person authorised by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust on its own behalf shall be entitled at all reasonable times to inspect the project for the purpose of ascertaining that the terms and conditions of the funding are being complied with.

24.The recipient shall submit to Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust monitoring reports detailing the progress of the project throughout its life. Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust will determine the format of the report.

25.The funding contribution by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust towards the project should be acknowledged in all publicity surrounding the project, or any other reports complied in connection with the project.

26. Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust reserves the right to publicise full details of any funding offered including name of recipient, project details and amount offered.

27. Any letter, notice or demand by Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust shall be sufficiently served on the applicant if it is delivered by hand or left at the recipient’s last known address or sent by post addressed to the recipient at the last known address.
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
