GUIDANCE NOTES

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY THESE GUIDANCE NOTES BEFORE FILLING THE APPLICATION FORM

Section 1 (questions 1-7): General information about you
Applicants must be from a constituted, and non-profit group with a bank account. Groups and projects must be based in Perth & Kinross and group must enjoy the support and participation of the local community.

ENTRUST is a regulatory body, set up to ensure the landfill tax credits are being used as intended. Entrust will enrol organisations as environmental bodies if their objectives are directed towards one or more of the approved objects in the legislation. It is not compulsory to be enrolled with Entrust to apply, Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust is enrolled and can register your project for you.

Section 2 (questions 8-16): What you propose to do
Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust will support projects which improve the Quality of Life within Perth and Kinross and contribute to develop sustainable communities. 

A sustainable community is achieved when social, cultural, health and well-being aspects of life, economic side and environmental side are equally balanced and develop together. One element should not develop at the expense of others. Local community participation is a key element to deliver this approach.

Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust will support projects under the following themes:

A safe, caring and lasting community, including

· Community participation by encouraging local action and decision-making, by involving community/pupil and taking into account under-represented groups (e.g. Young people).

· Educational and vocational opportunities and experimental work or research.

· Safety, health and leisure initiatives reducing fear of crime, promoting healthy living in the community and providing community/facility for leisure and recreation.

A green community, including

· Sustainable transport by encouraging walking, riding or cycling, by encouraging the use of public transport and by discouraging use of cars.

· Reduction of local pollution (e.g. noise, air, water, land, litter).

· Maximisation of energy efficiency and use of energy from renewable resources or waste.

· Reduction of waste and good use of resources by encouraging re-use and/or repair and recycling or used recycled products.

· Better use of buildings and land by providing local amenities, by improving access for disabled, by re-using/conserving buildings, by using open space for community benefit, by encouraging natural native species of plant and animal life.

A prosperous community, including

· Sustainable local economy by linking local production with local consumption, by increasing employment opportunities and by improving environmental awareness of local businesses.

Attention: Some projects, although eligible under the Trust's themes, cannot be supported due to lack of Trust's funding. However, other funders may be able to help.

Section 3 (questions 17-25): Financial information

This is a small grant scheme offering up to £2000. However, the Trust may consider projects out with this threshold (projects with total eligible costs of more than £2,500 will be subjected to a more detailed assessment). The rate of grant is up to 80% of total eligible costs. Grants are awarded for capital and/or revenue costs. Grants are paid on project completion or in agreed instalments.

Contribution from your own group can cover cash contribution and/or local contributions like local manpower or equipment/material gifted. You have to put a cash value on these local contributions.

If you are a new group, you could provide statement of our estimated income and expenditure for the first year.

What does your project need to show?

· It relates to grant scheme themes,

· It will not start before a grant is offered,

· It will benefit the local community,

· It will demonstrate the support and involvement of the local community,

· It will have long-term management and maintenance arrangements (how on-going costs will be met?).

How to apply?

Applications must be made using the Single Application Form, and if relevant, the Additional Information Form for a Capital Grant, available from Perth and Kinross Grants Direct (0845 605 2000). Application may be submitted at any time. Trustees are meeting quarterly in February, May, September and December.

Completed forms should be returned to Perth and Kinross Grants Direct, 2 High Street, Perth PH1 5PH. Grants Direct can give you help with developing your project and completing the application form.

What happens next?

After consideration of application form, Perth and Kinross Quality of Life Trust will advise the applicant whether the project proposed is one likely, or unlikely, to compete for a grant from funding which are directly managed by the Trust. 

In any case, we will contact you to inform you on the application process and any relevant funding issues. 

Successful applicants are expected to complete short progress and completion reports reflecting end results and the community benefits. Successful applicants are also asked to comply with Trust's standard conditions.
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
